Dennis pitched his demonstration for both 

beginners and experienced turners alike, 

explaining in detail many points of safety as 

well as the choice of tools, how to perform 

different cuts and where to place the tool rest. 

Dennis began by turning a square section of 

log to create the bowl bottom and a chucking 

point which he carefully checked against the 

chuck before inverting. Once he had reversed 

the piece he drew a guideline around the edge 

of the square making the finish point visible 

whilst turning (Picture 7). Dennis explained 

how he drew the gouge backwards across the

After completing the wing bowl, Dennis showed how to cut the lip of the lid to fit the bowl 

by trial and error and then shaped and hollowed the lid. Reversing it onto a Longworth 

Chuck to remove the chucking pointchuck 

Dennis showed how spiral marks are created by cutting too fast and how to remove them

CLUB WOOD STORE 

 The club has a good stock of bowl blanks in various species listed below.  

¶ Sycamore in sizes from six inches diameter to nine inches diameter at prices from £1 to £8 depending 

on size. Most are three inches deep with a couple at two inches. We also have some Spalted Sycamore 

at three inches deep.  

¶ There are some White Ash blanks again at various sizes and prices from £ 3.50p to £8 

¶ There are Beech blanks again in similar sizes and prices to the above with a couple up to ten inches 

diameter and some Spalted Beech.  

¶ A couple of Teak slabs two inches deep at £3 each plus loads of Teak pen blanks.  

¶ Yew branch wood from thin to three inches diameter at prices from 50p through to £4  together with 

some Laburnum to six inches diameter at very low prices and some Apple wood which needs seasoning 

in size 21/2 inches diameter around ten inches long.  

¶ 25mm thin bowl or plate blanks at £1 pound each- Ideal for practice in bowl or plate turning and ideal 

for making change dishes. Different species at around five to six inches diameter.  

¶ Finally loads of square spindle blanks from one inch to 2 inches square at 50pence to £1. Ideal for 

teaching, practising or for small projects such as box work or candle holders or wine bottle stoppers.  

 If any member needs larger sizes in bowl blanks please contact me as I have a large personal stock of blanks to 

14 inches diameter to 3 inches deep.  

You can see by these prices that we are loads cheaper than buying from turning supply shops. If you need 

anything in particular let me know and I will see what is available and price. We intend as a club to keep prices 

as keen as possible with everything we sell as we know that cash for hobbies is always hard to apportion.
